World Screwworm 
The New World Screwworm (NWS) has been eradicated in the United States for decades, but 
recent detections have spotted them about 700 miles south of the border in Mexico. This is a five 
part plan: to stop the spread in Mexico and ensure our partnership to eradicate, protect the border, 
maximize readiness, produce and disperse sterile NWS flies from the U.S. as an eradication tool, 
and to continue to innovate our way to eradication. NWS is a devastating pest that causes serious 
and often fatal damage to animals and, in rare cases, even humans. (More)
